 Dr Paul Williams has made a 15-year contribution to the understanding and development of Loran-C and Enhanced Loran (eLoran). As a researcher at the University of Wales, Bangor, Dr Williams played a leading role in creating a set of simulation tools, culminating in BALOR, that accurately modelled the variations of strength and delay of Loran signals as they propagated over land of complex conductivity and topography. His many publications represent a key resource for those who would understand low-frequency propagation. 

 Later, as Principal Development Engineer with the Research and Radionavigation Directorate of General Lighthouse Authorities of the United Kingdom and Ireland, Dr Williams has been a key figure in the team that has taken eLoran from a feasibility demonstration to a continuously operating prototype system and demonstrated its successful use in areas of complex geography.
